A Reading from Joshua 23

A long time afterward, when the LorD had given rest to Israel
from all their surrounding enemies, and Joshua was old and

shall be a snare and a trap for you, a whip on your sides and
thorns in your eyes, until you perish from off this good
ground that the LOrRD your God has given you.
